We will never know those talented people who left us such magnificent cave paintings. Fortunately, we have records of many artist masters since then. This group project will serve to enlighten you. 

1) You will select 2 works from one artist. They MUST be appropriate for the classroom. You may choose any famous artist as long as you can fulfill the assignment and you have approval from me. Some suggestions are listed below:

2) You will present a biography about the artist. This needs to be detailed and include his/her birth/death, education, family, career highlights, most famous works, etc. This needs to be at least 3 minutes long. 

3) You will present both pieces of art to the class at this time. They MUST be in color. You must introduce the piece—name, history, location, value, etc. This should take 1-3 minutes per work.

4) One piece will serve as a basis for the rest of your presentation. You must recreate the piece of art in the setting of a skit. You will begin AND end your skit in the position, dress, appearance, and mood of the painting. You must write a skit that tells the story of the people involved in the piece of art. Although you must begin and end the skit replicating the painting, you may change things during the performance. Your skit should be 5-7 minutes long. You can be humorous and can make it modern. Music is permissible. Suggestive costumes and props are essential.
