Service Learning Nonprofit Organization Project
· Each group will select a nonprofit organization to research, plan a presentation, create a visual aid, and present the organization to the class

· Information should include: name of organization, purpose of organization, contact information of organization (address, phone number, email, website), year organization was founded, how individuals can help organization meet its goals, and other details or facts about the organization 

· Purpose of presentation is to inform class about the organization and persuade class to help organization (Include specific details about how our class would help). Each class will vote and select one group’s organization to support- group selected will coordinate effort and will receive extra credit
· Groups will consist of 4-5 students
· List group member names and contact information in case you need to contact one another about the project:
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· Presentation should be 6-15 minutes long
· Minimum 1 original visual aid required (poster, PowerPoint, or handout/ brochure about organization- include text and pictures, show time & effort, be free of errors, etc.)

· Each member of group must present some information

· Due date for selection of nonprofit organization is end of class (block day) 2/13-2/14
· In-class work days are scheduled for Friday, 2/15, Monday, 2/18, Tuesday, 2/19, and Wednesday/Thursday, 2/20-2/21
· Presentations will be Tuesday-Thursday, 2/26-2/28
· Voting on class nonprofit organization choice will be immediately after all presentations on block day 2/27-2/28
· Group selected will need to have a detailed plan ready for how the class will help!
· Work for selected organization will take place as soon as possible but will depend on the activity and time needed
