You will illustrate the shield on the sheet according to the following. As in all our projects and speeches, we
can only use school appropriate subjects and pictures. Do NOT violate the student handbook or my sensitivities
or you will earn a zero for your first grade.
In the four “squares™ put

1. one word (written very large) to describe your essence. (six letters or more)

2. draw a symbol that represents you.

3. anillustration of your tavorite song
an illustration of your favorite sport. hobby, or activity.

All of us can draw at least stick figures and simple drawings. [f you are gifted in art, go ahead and show off.
The purpose of a Visual Aid is to illustrate your speech, keep people interested. and add an additional
dimension to your speech.

You will be writing a paragraph to explain each square. Remember each paragraph must have a TOPIC
SENTENCE ( the main idea of the paragraph) and at least 3 SUPPORTING SENTENCES (to back up the topic
sentence). You can use the form on the 2nd sheet to write your paragraphs if you need some help structuring
your paragraph or write your own on the back of the 2" sheet.
