7. Describe a scene from the movie in terms of the Communication Model.  Tell who were the Sender and Receiver, what were the message and feedback, what types of interference were operating. (types of interference: Physical, Psychological, Semantic)
8. Give an example from the movie of each of the following:
A. Nonverbal communication supplementing the verbal message a nonverbal action with a message.
B. Nonverbal communication contradicting the verbal message 
C. Nonverbal communication replacing the verbal message

D. Appearance matching the goal of the verbal message dressing for the occasion or should have dressed for the occasion.
