· Guesstures – Store bought game

· Birthday Lineup: Without talking, have the students lineup according to birthday months in order from January through December.  They will have to use their own creativity on how to accomplish this! (
· Quick Pick – This is a nonverbal game idea that I picked up one year at convention.  I pick up those small cans of Play-Do.  Each group gets one can of Play-Do.  Divide into four groups.  This is a competition to see which group can go through the list the fastest.  The teacher will have the list of words. One at a time, one person from the group will make the next word on the list out of the Play-Do. The rest of the group guesses what they are making.  When they guess the correct answer, the next person in the group finds out from the teacher what the next word on the list is.  The first group to finish the list gets 100, second place 95, third place 90, and fourth place 85.  They LOVE this game…and will ask to play with the Play-Do the rest of the semester!
