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SUBJECT: APPROVAL

REST IN PEACE (RIP) SPEECH

Write and deliver a speech which eulogizes yourself, a pet or a person who is already deceased.
The subject of the eulogy can be yourself, a pet, a relative, friend or famous person who has died.
A eulogy is a written presentation of information with celebrates and chronicles the life
achievements and events of a deceased person. If your choice of subjects is yourself, then you
must fictionalize the later part of your life based upon what you would like to happen in your
life. Also when you deliver the speech you will have to speak of yourself in the 3" person. You
will have to speak as someone else who is speaking about you after you have lived a full life. If
your choice of subjects is a deceased person or pet, you may NOT fictionalize any part of their
life. All remarks, reflections and information must be based on true events that occurred in that
person’s or pet’s life. YOU MAY NOT USE AS YOUR SUBJECT A PERSON WHO IS
STILL LIVING (EXCEPT YOURSELF)!!! The speech outline is below.

L Introduction — Opening (not necessarily in this order)

A. Attention-getter — This is your big moment? You need to get the audience
interested. Find a way to make people say, “This is going to be good!” This can
be done using either of the following on p.33 of the textbook, including: Startling
statement; Rhetorical question; Humor (a joke or funny statement); Quotation;
Story; Personal experience; Example; Reference to the occasion, audience or
topic.

B. Purpose Statement — This summarizes the main idea or purpose of you speech in
2-3 sentences. Make an all-encompassing statement about the deceased and
connect that statement to you and your experience with the deceased.

IL Body — (not necessarily in this order)

A. Reflections of Events — Remembrances of things that happened involving the
deceased, including accomplishments and failures which taught the deceased a
lesson.

B. Reflections of Personality Traits or Physical Appearance — Remembrances
of the way the deceased looked and behaved, including quirks, pet peeves and
things that are not common knowledge.

C. Tribute — Admission and thanks for doing whatever the deceased did for you and
and everyone else. Also an explanation of what the deceased has done for you.

D. We’ll Miss You — (A final goodbye) Description of how we move on from here
thanks to what the deceased has done or said during his/her lifetime.

IV.  Conclusion
A. Summary — a restatement of the main points of your speech (A, B,C& D inll
above)
B. Final Statement — Connect your purpose statement to the body. Make it very
meaningful and touching.

The lower time limit for the speech is 3 minutes. You may speak as long as you need to get
the job done. The use of a QUOTABLE QUOTE is required in some part of your
speech. Be sure to use the quote and credit the author. You must also use a visual
aid in this speech.
