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Using Quotes in a Speech
In a written essay, you can write your citations in parentheses or in footnotes because your audience can read them.  When you’re giving a speech, your audience doesn’t have the opportunity to read what is written on your notes because they never see them.  When you’re giving a speech, your audience only knows what you tell them.  That means they won’t know you are using a quote from someone else unless you say so.  Therefore, you need to be really specific when you are using quotes in a speech.  Here are some examples of how you can cite another person’s words.

· In his book ___(title)_______, ___(author)________ said “___(quote)_______.”

· According to __(author)______, “______(quote)_____________.”

· ___(author)________demonstrated __(subject/main point)_____ when he said “___(quote)______.”

· It was said best by ____(author)________ when she said “____(quote)_________.”

· I quote _____(author)_______________  when I say “____(quote)___________.”

· I’d like to quote ___(author)_________ and tell you “___(quote)________.”

· We can learn a lot from ___(author)____’s famous quote “__(quote)_______”

· ____(author)_______ said “______(quote)____________.”

· On ___(date)________, _____(author)__________ said “____(quote)_________.”
