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You will receive a packet of bills and resolutions to use in the classroom.

You need to choose three bills or resolutions from the packet to research.

You will have three days in the library to research the three you choose.

For each piece of legislation, you will need three pro arguments and three con
arguments.

You need to set up a sheet of paper for each bill that you choose. It should look like:

You will be required to have research to support the three pieces of legislation you
choose.

You will need to list each argument and then the A& B is the information you find to
back it up — statistics, quotes, examples, stories, etc.

o For Example:

= |. Capitol Punishment is not a deterrent for crime.

e A. Accordingto ....... , 98% of police chiefs say that capitol
punishment is the least effective deterrent for crime.
e B. The Dept. of Justice states that homicide rates have risen since
the death penalty was reinstated.
You need to include any additional information you found on your outline. The
arguments need to be factual and researched. You will attach the printed research you
found when you turn these in.
Your score for each argument will depend on how thorough each argument is.

Each bill is worth a total of 30 points:
o 3 pro arguments = 5 points each
o 3 con arguments = 5 points each
- The remaining 10 points will be a research participation grade.

This will be a major grade.
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e You will be expected to perform speeches in class.

e You can earn from 0 — 5 points per speech.

e At the conclusion of Student Congress, your point totals will be multiplied by 5.

o Example: If you performed 4 speeches and earned 5 points each, you would
receive a 100 for a test grade.

e Up to 10 points may be added to your test grade for participation. You will not be able
to earn over a 100.

e Your speech points will be determined from the chart below. If you do/say anything
inappropriate, you will not get credit.
